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Scientists at the State Crime Lab sifted through a variety of evidence in the
Jessica Dooley murder case over the past several months — on Wednesday,

— 7 prosecutors pinned much of their hopes for a conviction in the case on a single
beard hair.

Alice Ammon, whose expertise lies in analyzing trace evidence in criminal cases, said
. she |located the short, reddish hair inside the plastic toilet paper bag that 21-year-old
Minwe Search Dooley's killer apparently placed over her head.
Options
Ammen said she compared the hair with samples provided by murder suspect Jared
Rosling, along with samples from Dooley’s father, Richard, who discovered his
daughter's body on Feb. 1, and a male friend of Dooley's.

"I could not exclude Jared Rosling,” she said, explaining that the characteristics of the
hairs provided by the other two men did not share any characteristics of the hair found
in the plastic bag.

Ammon qualified her statements by saying that comparisons of facial hair aren't used as
commeonly as other hair evidence because of variations commonly seen in facial hair
taken from a single subject.

The only other hairs Ammon found in her
examination belonged to the victim.

Deborah Hewitt, another employee from the crime lab, testified that she analyzed
fingerprints, tire marks and footprints from the scene.

Hewitt concluded that footprints discovered in the snow around the side of the Dooley

residence were consistent with a pair of Rosling's size 12 Nike shoes that investigators

took into evidence,

She agreed that the shoes had no unique identifying features — for example, a thumb

tack stuck in the sole — so it would be possible that the footprints could have been |
made by someone wearing a pair of shoes in the same size and tread design.

Hewitt's analysis of fingerprint evidence was less helpful for prosecutors.

Of the 11 fingerprints taken from the Dooley residence that she was able to analyze,
five of them belonged to the victim and her roommate, Jenny Masson.

Hewitt said the remaining prints did not match up with any prints included in the law
enforcement databank — none of them matched fingerprints provided by Rosling for
comparison either.

Finally, Hewitt explained that tire prints taken from the street near Cooley's home did
not match the tread of Rosling's car.

In other testimony, a loss-prevention specialist from Wal-Mart presented store
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surveillance tapes depicting a car resembling Rosling's entering the store's parking lot at
about 8:30 a.m. on the day of the murder and a man resembling Rosling entering the
store,

Testimony is scheduled to resume teday in Judge leffrey Sherlock's courtroom.
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
